Reservation Procedures 
• Books must all be checked out on one Provo City Library Card in good 

standing.  

• Books check out for 6 weeks with no renewals.  

• To request a set complete a Book Club Set Request Form.  

• Turn the form in to the 1st Floor Reference Desk at least two business days 
before your requested pick-up date.  

• The librarian helping you will check the reservation calendar to see if the 
book club set is available on the date you requested. If the set appears to be 
available, the librarian will accept the book club request form as tentative 
approval.  

• After verifying the availability of your requested title, the scheduling librarian 
will call you to confirm the reservation. If that set is not available, the 
librarian will call to notify you and at that time you may request a different 
title for the same date.  

• The book club set will be waiting for you at the 1st Floor Reference Desk on 
the pick-up date you requested. The set will be held for one week from this 
date.
